

GED BOWL SUGGESTED SET UP

	Materials / supplies needed




· 5 bowls or containers, labeled with a GED course of study.

                 (Reading, Social Studies, Science, Math, Writing)

· 2 counter bells, or 2 bells, ringers of some type

· Time clock

· 2 score sheets (one for each team).
· Questions covering each of the GED course of study.

                 (Reading, Social Studies, Science, Math, Writing)

                  ** Make enough copies of the questions so that every  

                         two students can read the question.**
	Set up teams




Students are divided into two teams.

Each team has a name.   (Blue vs. Purple, etc.)

Each team chooses a team captain.
Each team has a student with strong reading skills.

Each team has a student from each area of GED study.

· A student who is studying Reading.

· A student who is studying Social Studies.

· A student who is studying Science.

· A student who is studying Math.

· A student who is studying Writing.

· ABE students are divided equally between the two teams.

	Playing GED Bowl




A question is chosen from one of the five GED areas.
Copies of the question are given to the teams. 
· The students pass out the question paper; every two students has a copy to read. 

· The students do not open the question until all students have access to a copy.

· When all students are ready the moderator says, “Open and read the question.”

· At the same time the moderator starts the time clock.  

       (There are 3 and 4 minute questions.)
The first team to ring the bell is allowed to answer the question.
The team captain will ring the bell and answer the question.

The question must be answered as a team decision.

If the first team has an incorrect answer the question goes to the second team for one minute.

If unable to answer after one minute, neither team gets a point.

Questions are worth one point.

Bonus questions, extra points.

Answers are briefly discussed.  (Illustrations)
All five study areas are included in a game.

Reference to questions are given if taken from a textbook.

Points are kept on a score card.

Team with the most points at the end of the month has a reward.

                                                             (Post previous months scores in room.)
Optional suggestion.

Keep the same teams all semester, at end of the semester the team with the most points has a pizza party, etc.

Keep notebook with all questions for study material for future students.
