	Objectives/Learning Goals:  
Students will be able to:

· Identify and name various simple visual data (graphs, charts, tables) found in authentic publications
· Identify key vocabulary words that will be used in the lesson
· Interpret data organized in basic categories and groupings
· Collect, label, and order numerical information for a particular purpose 

· Communicate their mathematical thinking and conclusions to the teacher and fellow team members.
Audience:  Beginning adult readers with beginning math skills

	Materials/Resources:  
Overhead projector or LCD projector with computer
Favorite foods bar graph chart (copy for every student)
Favorite food vocabulary list with pictures (copy for every student)

	Procedure/Instructional Outline:
Copy the Favorite Foods Chart on an overhead transparency or project on the board with an LCD projector.

Give out vocabulary list with the key foods pictured with the words.  Have students write the word again beside its picture for practice in spelling. Go over the words orally and then cover the pictures and have students read the words without the picture clues.  Then write the words on the board without the pictures.  

Ask students to choose their three  favorite foods from the ones listed.  Tally the votes on the board as the students vote.  Then hand out the Favorite Foods chart.  Students should chart the votes for the foods using a colored pencil or marker.  Compare the results and use the opportunity to create subtraction problems to show difference in food preferences or even some simple percentages.   


	

	Extension Activity: 
1. Change one axis to represent how many times in a month students eat that particular food and chart the frequency.  

2. Change one the vertical axis to represent money to compare/contrast food costs.
