According to the 2000 US Census, 20.4 percent of Michigan residents 16 years of age and out 


	of school (1,556,407) lack a high school credential.


5 percent completed less than 5 years of school


16 percent completed between 5 and 8 years of school


79 percent completed 9 – 12 years of school (no diploma)


For 13 percent of this target population, English is their second language (ESL).


Nationally, Michigan ranks 29th in the percentage of adults without a high school diploma.


The current budget allows the state to serve less than 3 percent of the target population.

55% of basic education participants increased at least two grade levels 


(as documented by standardized pre- and post-tests)


58% of the participants with employment goals obtained a job.


49% of the participants with postsecondary or job training goals enrolled in an educational program.


4,138 participants earned a GED or high school diploma

investment in adult education


In comparison to mainstream educational systems, Adult Education is a bargain at an average cost of about $984 per participant per year.  Adult Education is an investment that works!
